ORDINARY TIME AT CARMEL

As we reach the month of June,
the Christian year takes a kind of U-
turn onto a new pathway, but it’s a
pathway that is vitally important to who
we are as the people of God. We’ve
been moving along from important holy
event to important holy event ever
since the Christian year began back in
Advent at the end of 2017. The journey
has lead us through Advent to
Christmas, Epiphany, the Baptism of
Jesus, Transfiguration. Ash
Wednesday, Lent, Palm
Sunday, Maundy Thursday,
Good Friday, Easter, the
Ascension, right on up to
Pentecost. It has been an
amazing and, oftentimes, a
frenetic journey. But once
Pentecost is celebrated with its
observation of the Lord’s Supper, its
honoring of the Holy Spirit, its
decorations of red, and its reception of
the Confirmation Class into
membership, we move into a long
liturgical period for the rest of the year
called “Ordinary Time,” which is
primarily about our growth in the
Christian life.

Rather than meaning
“common” or “mundane,” the term
“Ordinary Time” comes from the word
“ordinal,” which simply means

“counted time” (First Sunday in
Ordinary Time or First Sunday after
Pentecost, etc.), which is probably a
better way to think of this time of the
year than “mundane.” Counted time
after Pentecost always begins with
Trinity Sunday (the first Sunday after
Pentecost) and ends with Christ the
King Sunday or the Reign of Christ the
King (last Sunday before the beginning
of a new year with Advent).

The 23 t028 Sundays of
Ordlnary Time after Pentecost
(depending on the date of
Easter) are used to focus on

of a Christian’s Faith, with
mzew special emphasis on the
mission of the church in the

world. The Lectionary
readings for these Sundays
tend to be semi-continuous readings
through certain sections of Scripture,
especially through the Synoptic Gospel
of the year. Note that the Old
Testament readings in June are all from
1 Samuel, the Epistle readings are all
from the Apostle Paul’s Second letter
to the Church in Corinth, and the
Gospel readings are all from the Gospel
of Mark. Since the primary theme is
about “growth” in the Christian life,
many pastors use Ordinary Time to

In May, I co-hosted an event
with Pastor Beth Lyon of the Glenside
United Church of Christ entitled "Battle
for the Heart of America: Immigrants,
Refugees, and the Crisis of
Compassion." The panel of guests
included: an undocumented worker
who fled Mexico after being kidnapped
for ransom money in the early 2000's,
an expert on the refugee crisis, a pastor
born in Central America, and a Jewish
immigration attorney. Each of them
provoked the thoughts of those
gathered in unique ways. For my part, I
have decided that I must do more to
help those yearning to reach safer
shores. I must take seriously the charge
that [ am to welcome the stranger in my
midst. I must educate myself and
expand my own notion of compassion —
because [ am the _—
comfortable person that ,"!{,vb,
the Gospel is meant to 77
afflict. And so, my friends,
are you.

We are the
comfortable. I can say that
without hesitation after the
night’s panel discussion — for though
we have troubles and traumas, none of
us is in danger of deportation to another

country full of murderous gangs or
entirely corrupted legislative systems or
full-scale wars in progress. Our bodies
have not been mutilated, nor have our
children been separated from us as we
seek asylum. Our relatives are still in-
country and we have not been
imprisoned for thinking political
thoughts. We. Are. The comfortable.

I know that we are the
comfortable because I've sat in
restaurants debating the merits of
providing financial aid to Puerto Rico
as $52 steaks are placed on the table. (I
should add here that I neither ordered
the steak nor paid what was surely an
enormous tab, but nonetheless was
present at said table.) What a scene, to
be waxing poetic about economic
policy while three million people were
without power.

I know that we are the comfortable
___because I have friends

" who are tired of hearing

focus on specific themes of interest or
importance to a local congregation
through the Lectionary readings as
assigned for public worship. In other
words, rather than focusing on special
events in the life of Jesus, they ask
themselves, “What does my
congregation need to hear in order to
grow?”

The sanctuary decorations and
paraments color for Ordinary Time is
dark green, although other shades of
green are commonly used. This fits the
overall theme, as green has traditionally
been associated with new life and
growth. In the Old Testament, for
example, the Hebrew word for the color
“green’ also means “young” or
“growing.” And in the Christian
tradition, green came to symbolize the
life of the church following Pentecost,
as well as symbolizing the hope of new
life in the resurrection.

So, join us on this important U-
turn and let us focus in on all the ways
in which we can grow closer to the
image of Christ, our Savior.

I know that we are the
comfortable because I have wondered
how much of what I do should be the
clanging of the gong for the
marginalized, sounding the siren for



immigrants and people of color and the
LGBTQIA community and the
impoverished. How lucky I am that I
can decide what portion of my hours to
carve out for social justice work, a
choice to be involved or not.

The Gospel, however - the good
news for all people in all times and
places — does not allow for such
decisions. The Gospel of Jesus Christ
demands our full attention to all issues
of inequality and injustice, wherever
they may present themselves. The
Gospel demands that we work tirelessly
for those who are oppressed, in this
country and around the world. The
Gospel pulls us relentlessly out of our
comfort zones and into action for our
brothers and sisters in Christ.

It is a message that perhaps we
don't want to hear, and that we, the
comfortable, can choose to ignore. The
afflicted, however, do not get a break
from their oppression. The afflicted do
not wake up and decide whether or not
to be oppressed each day. The afflicted
remain on the margins, unless we, the
comfortable, decide to bring the relief of
the good news to their socio-economic
location.

And that is the good news for us:
we have a chance to be, as Isaiah tells
us, the ones to proclaim good news to
the poor, to comfort the broken-hearted,
to proclaim release to the captives, and
freedom to the prisoners. When we are
afflicted in our comfort, we can be

moved to be the hands and feet of
Christ. We can offer hospitality to the
stranger in our land, we can share
without fear of "not having enough",
we can advocate for those without a
voice, we can demand our leaders act
with compassion and grace. We can be
transformed as the world is
transformed, more and more into the
image of the Kingdom which God
desires for all of creation.

So, let us not be weary. Let us
not check out, let us not give up, let us
not choose comfort over compassion.
May we be uncomfortable, may we be
afflicted, and may we continue the
work to which we are daily called. For
until all are free, none are free; and
toward that great day, may we forge
ahead.

Those who are long
distance? That could be quite a while.

As you can imagine, there are a
lot of moving pieces in getting each
edition into readers’ hands. The editors
balance an oft-forgotten deadline for
submissions with a goal of including
the most complete and up to date infor-
mation available. Once compiled and
submitted to the Carmel Office, hours

are spent making enough copies and
labels for the 300 we prepare monthly.
The assembly team is then assembled
and they, by hand, put all of the pages
together and add labels. Off to the post
office it goes. At that point it is literally
and figuratively out of our hands.

The Courier is sent bulk mail to
minimize cost and, as such, the post
office places a low priority on getting it
into residential mailboxes. It depends
on how busy they are at the given time,
which may vary by location and route.
Also, we now only send one copy per
household, regardless of how many
members live there. So you’ll have to
share.

Luckily, there are several op-
tions available if you find that delivery
is too slow. The editors post the current
edition on Carmel’s Facebook page and
website by the first of the month. Not
on Facebook? Carmel’s
website is
www.presbycarmel.org
and the Courier can be
found under the
“Calendar and News” tab.

On Facebook but not following Car-
mel? Like and follow Carmel.

Carmel officers, you should be
receiving a copy in your office mailbox
and not in your home mailbox. There
are also a handful of copies printed and
available near the letter signing tables.
